Scribe, Librarian, Historian, Quartermaster, Junior 

Assistant Scoutmaster, Chaplain Aide, Instructor, 

Webmaster, Leave No Trace Trainer  

•Additional Options in Venturing Crew 
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The Eagle Project 
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While a Life Scout, plan, develop, and give leadership to others in a service project helpful to 
any religious institution, any school, or your community. (The project must benefit an 
organization other than Boy Scouting.) A project proposal must be approved by the 
organization benefiting from the effort, your unit leader and unit committee, and the council 
or district before you start. You must use the Eagle Scout Service Project Workbook, BSA 
publication No. 512-927, in meeting this requirement.
